Economic Capabilities and Resources:

The Long run soundness and strength of national economy would be
stressed in connection with, and parallel to the enlistment and utilization of
the endowments and natural resources of Ras Al Khaimah, which would
complement, aid, foster and harmonize systematic growth in all emirates.

(1) Flexible Economic Open Door Policy:

Ras Al Khaimah emirate adopts and follows an open liberal economic policy.
The government does not impose any restrictions regarding economic
activities or investment. Freedom of ownership and mobilization of capital
investment, are guaranteed within an inviting environment and flexible rules
and regulations. This policy goes in line with the international changes and
policy of globalization which streams the arena. Freedom of investment is
guaranteed in the emirate.

(2) The legislative and Legal Structure:

Ras Al Khaimah emirate follows the sound structure of laws and regulations,
which govern the economic environment. The “Federal Law No. 8/1984
Concerning Commercial Companies”, regulates and organizes all matters
regarding establishing of companies and related investment issues. Ras Al
Khaimah was the first emirate where trade marks were first registered in the
UAE. The Local Law Concerning Registration of Trade Marks, was issued in
March 1974. In 1992 trade marks registration, was transferred to the Ministry
of Economy and Commerce*. The Law of “Apartments Ownership in Ras Al
Khaimah "was issued in 2003, to regulate and further investment real estate.

(3) Sound Infrastructure:

Ras Al Khaimah emirate maintains a well built infrastructure, capable of
attracting and hosting huge investments. The international airport of Ras Al
Khaimah is one of biggest in the region. It
can accommodate super sonic jets and
plains. The location of the airport enjoys a
strategic position in the international map.
Locally it lies in a pleasant weather and
least humid region in the UAE.

Ras Al Khaimah has three well equipped
sea ports. Saqr Port in Khor Khuwair,
north of Ras Al Khaimah, Ras Al Khaimah
Port and Al Jazeera Al Hamra Port, all are
capable of harboring huge vessels. s
Ras Al Khaimah emirate is linked with the rest of the emirates by a modern
network of roads and highways. The Emirates highway which extends to

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sham region, comprises the latest addition to the network. The
telecommunication services, which are furnished by the “Etisalat
Corporation”, are highly sophisticated and modern. Banks provide hanking
and financial services of various types and are very competitive. Insurance
services of various types are presented by a number of local companies,
amongst which are, "Ras Al Khaimah National Insurance Company” and
United insurance Company. In addition there are branches of foreign and
national insurance companies. Government hospitals and poly-clinics
provide heaith services around the clock in all parts of the emirate. Social
and sport clubs, recreation facilities and services cover all regions of Ras Al
Khaimah. Sport facilities include a modern golf course.

(4) Zero Tax & Low Fees:

Ras Al Khaimah levy no taxes on services or
sales. The same prevails in the rest of the
emirates. This mainly encourages trading
activities and acts as an incentive for
investors. Customs duties on imports are
limited and very low on foreign trade, and are
meant to further and promote the national
economy and insure openness towards
foreign markets.

(5) Political, Social stability and Security:

Ras Al Khaimah emirate presents a quite, refreshening and stress free
environment, with smooth traffic flow, natural vents and outlets. One can
easily interchange scenery and reconcile with the contrasting four
environments which exist in harmony. Ras Al Khaimah is a safe emirate with
negligible rates of crime, which mainly confines to ordinary offences.

(6) Abundant Natural Resources:

The emirate of Ras Al Khaimah possesses vast natural wealth. One of the
UN experts described Ras Al Khaimah as “sleeping on a rich hoard of
treasures that ensure a promising bright
future”. The economic potentials include
agricultural capabilities, fertile plains and
natural resources which could be utilized for
creating industrial bases for the production of
various products. Tourism could generate a
farge number of investment opportunities and
turn the emirate into a destination for local and
foreign tourists and investors. Fish resources
are among the natural potentials to be
properly tapped and utilized, to supply local
and foreign markets.

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(7) Strategic Natural Location:

Ras Al Khaimah enjoys a strategic location which was one of the main
reasons for the imperialistic campaigns launched against it in the past. It is
the key entrance to the Gulf region. Historical campaigns targeted the
emirate due to being close to the important strait of Hormuz. The Wahhabiya
movement and the Islamic campaigns also tried to make use of the emirate’s
location. Ras Al Khaimah is the closest emirate to the Iranian market, the
biggest in the Gulf region. The emirate is within close proximity of the
republics of the former Soviet Union. The key position of the emirate is of
vital economic importance in strengthening economic relations and ties, and
thus furthering the development and progress of the country.

(8) Distinguished Human Resources:

The participation of the people of Ras Al Khaimah in the working force at the
federal level, is very high. The emirate educated elite are highly regarded for
their efficiency and dedication in the various federal ministries, local
departments, private establishments and companies. Thousands of
employees commute daily or weekly between Ras Al Khaimah and the other
emirates, in addition to those who work inside the emirate. The skilled labour
force in Ras Al Khaimah, constitute a major factor in the economic and
social development, and acts as a favorable element, against foreign and
expatriate labour force.

(9) Growing Purchasing Power:

The total population stands now at
205,929 with an annual growth rate of
3.9% , equivalent to an addition of
7600 persons per annum. The
number of indigenous citizens
reached 90,673 which constitutes
44% of the total population in Ras Al
Khaimah. Comparatively, this gives
Ras Al Khaimah an advantage over
the other emirates in terms of the
ratio of nationals to foreigners. The
purchasing power of the nationals
would thus be higher than the foreigners or expatriates. This also explains
the increase in the local demand for commodities and services, in the light of
the rising per capita income.

(10)Diversified Economic Structure:

The economy of Ras Al Khaimah is know for its solid foundations, based on
a spectrum of productive sectors, as compared to the rest of the emirates or
other Guif countries. All sectors perform in the best way. The agriculture

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sector registers a seasonal production surplus. The industrial sector hosts a
number of renowned and reputed firms and enjoys a relative advantage in
many fields, especially the convertible industries and pharmaceuticals. Fish
resources lie along the 64 kilometers shores. Tourism industry with great
potentials and capabilities in addition to the marvelous scenery, gorgeous
historical sites, the beauty of plains and mountains, the modern life and
recreation venues, all place the emirate and its sectors as fast growing and
most diversified in sources and resources. Ras Al Khaimah would be
capable of aiding the national economy in real terms with its economic
weight and potentials.

The emirate policy goes in harmony with the rest of the country, regarding
the open economy strategy and the adoption of market mechanism
techniques, which resulted in stability in prices and a suppressed low rate of
inflation.

Procedure for establishing commercial companies

Federal Law No. (8) of 1984 concerning Commercial Companies, amended
by Law No. (13) of 1988. Article 5 of the same law provides that any
company should have any of the following legal forms:

1. Partnership:
It is a firm comprising two or more partners who are jointly and
severally responsible for the liabilities of the firm. This type of firm is
confined to UAE nationals, because the property of foreigners will be
outside the country.

2. Partnership in-Commendam:
It is a firm comprising one joint partner or more, responsible for the
liabilities of the firm with hgeir property and another in-Commendam
partner who is responsible for the liabilities of the firm to the extent
of his capital participation. This type of company is also confined to
UAE nationals in view of the financial responsibilities of the partners.

3. Limited Liability Company:
It is a company consisting of partners whose number should not be
less than two and should not exceed fifty. The minimum capital of a
Limited Liability Company is Dhs. 150,000 and the partners are
responsible towards the liabilities of the company to the extent of
their capital participation. If there are non-national partners, their
capital participation should not exceed 49%.

4. The Joint Venture (Consortium Company):

Such company shall not be inscribed in the Commercial Register or
be formally declared. It comprises two partners who shall share the
profits and losses of the business. The firm shall be confined to the
relationship between the partners and shall not apply to others. Such
firm is a clandestine company based on the relationship between a
partner (who for example holds a license) and another investor for
the execution of a specific project. Usually no special license shall
be issued for the company, yet it shall operate on the basis of a
proper agreement, legally binding to the concerned partners.

Procedure of Investment
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5. Public Shareholding Company:

The capital of the public Shareholding Company shall be divided into
equal negotiable shares. The responsibility of the shareholders
towards the liabilities of the company is to the extent of the value of
shares they hold. The founding shareholders shall not be less than
ten who shail prepare a Memorandum and Articles of Association.
Thereafter will start subscription in the shares of the company by the
public, a board of directors shall be elected by the General Meeting
and the company shall be formally registered with the Ministry of
Economy and Commerce.

6. Private Shareholding Company:
It is a company whose founding shareholders shall not be less than
three persons and the share capital shall be fully subscribed. With
the exception of the above, the provisions applicable to the Public
Shareholding Companies shall apply to the Private Shareholding
Companies.

7. Partnership Limited by Shares:
It is a company comprising partners who are jointly and severally
responsible for all the liabilities of the company and shareholding
partners whose responsibility is to the extent of their capital
participation. The provisions applicable to the public shareholding
companies also apply to the partnership limited by shares. The Deed
of Incorporation shall be signed by all the partners.

Main Conditions

The applicant must be:
- UAE National

- A copy of the Passport and in the case of expatriates a valid
residence permit.

- In case of Companies, Partnership Agreement or articles of
Association authenticated

Special Conditions

Some activities require special approval of Ministries and Government
Departments.

Branches and Offices of Foreign Companies

Except for foreign companies operating in the Free Zones, those desiring to
trade from the UAE or to set up a branch therein must secure a permit from
the Ras Al Khaimah office of the Ministry of Economy and Commerce. The
application should state:

- Name of Company, corporate structure, address, head office and
branches throughout the world.

- Type of activity or specialization and the type of operations and
activities which it intends to carry out in the UAE.

- The Principal activities of the Company overseas and its service
record.

- The name and address of the UAE agent and if a corporate entity,
the type of company, its capital and the names, nationalities and
addresses of the shareholders.

Procedure for Business Licensing
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Required Documents

- An official document duly issued and legalized from the appropriate
authorities where the foreign company is registered showing that it is
registered in conformity with the prevailing laws and stating capital
structure, duly authorized representatives, their capacities and the
limits of their authority.

- A certified board resolution authorizing the opening of the branch or
representative office and permitting operations in the UAE, and the
delegated powers to the applicant representing the company. All
documents must be notarized, legalized and consularised.

- The audited balance sheets of the previous two financial years
verified by the government departments of the foreign company.

- The agency agreement between the foreign company and the local
agent and a true copy thereof.

- A copy of the passport of the local agent if a natural person or if the
local agent is a corporate entity, then the Memorandum & Articles of
Association of that local company duly verified by the official
authorities, the trade license of the said local company and its
certificate of entry in the Commercial Register and copies of the
passports of the shareholders or partners.
