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Tourism

United Arab Emirates pays a great attention to the development of its infrastructure and
tourism, translated in the picturesque tourist facilities that fulfill all tourists requirements
and exceed their expectations, as well as the improvement of the level of services provided
by the tourism sector; festivals and activities that played a key role in attracting tourists
from the region and around the world.

The following are some facts and figures that reflect the most prominent achievements of
the tourism sector in the emirate:

The figures of Ras Al Khaimah Tourism Development Authority pointed out that the
number of Hotels in Ras Al Khaimah has increased to (19) hotels in 2014 which
reflected on the number of rooms and beds to reach (4509) rooms and (7377) beds.
This positive increase is translated in more guests nights and staying nights which
reached (2141000) nights and (1034000) nights respectively, while the occupancy rate
reached (62%).

UAE nationals topped the list of the guests by (48.9%) guests reflecting (1.6) night stay,
followed by the European tourists by (21.6%) reflecting an average of (5.4) night stay.
The minimum rate was the American and Oceania tourists by (1.4%) of the total
tourists. The total number of guests reached (726507) guests divided into (543475)
Hotels & resorts guests and (183032) hotel apartments guests.

The performance analysis of resorts and hotels by Ras Al Khaimah Tourism
Development Authority noted a remarkable increase in the room’s revenue to AED
(538,152,115.39) reflecting (40%) increase compared with the previous year. Beverages
and food revenue increased to AED (309,462,122,88) reflecting (46.7%) compared to
2013.

Visitors of Ras Al Khaimah National Museums increased significantly to reach (9904)
visitors reflecting (45.1%) compared to 2013.

The number of the activities of Awafi festival has jumped into (52) activities compares
with (41) activities in 2013, as a result of the intensive effort of the government of Ras
Al Khaimah, Awafi Festival team in particular. This figure has positively affected the
number of visitors who reached (800,000) visitors reflecting an increase rate (2.6%),

while the expenses of the festival remained at the previous year level of (3,000,000).
