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Tourism

The UAE has given great attention to developing its tourism infrastructure. This
dedication is demonstrated in the continual improvement and development of
touristic facilities catering to tourists’ demands, in addition to the upward
evolution of touristic services. Many festivals and transnational events are held
in the UAE. They always succeed in attracting tourists from the neighboring
regions and worldwide.

Founded in 1971, the UAE links the east and west coasts of the Gulf region. The
breathtaking beaches of the country extend 644 km on the southern shorelines -
from Qatar peninsula in the west to Ras Musandam in the east. The coastline of
Al Fujairah , the 7th emirate, extends 90 km on the Gulf of Oman.

The following are indices and data about the projects and results of Ras Al
Khaimah (RAK)’s tourism sector:

e Hotels in the emirate amounted to 18 in 2015 with 5,703 room capacity.
Registered number of nights recorded 2,358,000 guest nights and 1,109,000
accommodation nights - that is equal to a 14% and 6% increase respectively,
compared with the performance in 2014. Occupancy rate increased in 2015 to
64.4% compared with 62.4% in 2014 - refer to table 17-1.

e FEuropeans ranked first in guest nights, recording 60% of the total and an
average of 6.3 in accommodation nights; they occupied first rank on the guest
list with 77%. Guests from the Middle East ranked second on the list with
32% and average accommodation nights of 1.8. UAE citizens ranked third
with a total number of 335,000 guests and a 14% ratio. The lowest number of
guests came from the Americas and Oceania - reaching 35,703 with a ratio of
1.5% of the total.

¢ Guests accommodated in beach & hotel resorts reached 740.4 thousand.

e Number of visitors to RAK National Museum recorded a slight increase of
1.4% (10,037 visitors) compared with 2014 - refer to table 17-10.

e Number of RAK “Awafi Festival” events have seen a remarkable increase to
123 events; there were only 52 events in 2014. Visitors to the Awafi events
reached 800,000 in 2015 - refer to table 17-15.
