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Judiciary & Security Statistics

Fair Judiciary is a major priority of the UAE, being important source of
maintaining social safety and stability. As providing fair judiciary means

fair enforcement of the law and legislation.

e The statistics of Ras Al Khaimah Courts Department points out that the
total recorded services in 2014 reached (64754 ) services, by increase rate
of (4.3%, (23559) were (Law Power of attorney, judicial notifications,
ratifications, and applications) reflecting (39.3%) of the total services. See
Table (1-19).

e The number of juveniles, under age, by type of crime, reported by the
Ministry of Interior reached (35) juveniles including (20) students and (10)
unemployed. The highest proportion of juveniles was under the "crimes of
the Immigration and Passport Act" by an estimated rate of (34.3%),
followed by "dangerous drugs Crimes law" by (22.9%), followed by "The
Crimes against property" by (14.29%). The least crimes registered under
the crimes "with the general risk" and "Juvenile delinquents and homeless
law" in the same proportion (2.9%).

e As for the juvenile rate by nationality, most of the crimes committed by
nationals reflecting (82.9%) of the total crimes, followed by juveniles
"without identity papers" and "other Asian countries" by (14.3%) (11.4%)
respectively, then Syrian and Iranian nationalities by (25.7%), and
(25.7%), respectively, while the Lebanese and Pakistani nationalities
came at the bottom of the list by (2.9%) (2.9%), respectively. See table (7-
19).

e As for the fire incidents by location, the total accidents amounted to (250)
fire, (109) a fire broke out in the "houses, villas, apartments and formwork"
reflecting (43.6%), followed by fires caused by "car and motorcycle" by
(17.2%).
