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The Judiciary and Security Statistics

Providing a fair and unprejudiced judiciary is a priority for the rulers of the

UAE. The judiciary is the major tool that secures and maintains social stability

and security. A fair judiciary means sound and transparent implementation of

the legislations and laws in compliance with international standards.

According to data issued by RAK Courts Department, the total number of
services catered thru 2015 reached 78,362 - an increase of 21% compared
with 2014. The services of agency, judicial notifications, attestations, and
requests comprised 39.2% of total services - that is 30,745 services. Please
refer to Table 19-1.

Number of juveniles involved in crimes, based on Ministry of Interior’s
report, reached 19 persons: 10 students and 9 unemployed. The highest
ratio of juvenile offences was in money related crimes (31.6%), religion
related crimes ranked second with 21.1%, and illicit drugs crimes ranked
third with 15.8%. The lowest rate was the crimes of the homeless and
delinquents, which comprised 5.3% of total juvenile crimes.

Based on nationality, UAE juveniles ranked first (63%), Syrians ranked
second with 11%, and others ranked third with 5% ratio of total (mainly
from Jordan, Palestine, Sudan, Iran, and another Asian state). Please refer
to Table 19-8.

Regarding fire accidents, the total reached 397 accidents. 171 of the fires
broke out in homes, villas, apartments, and caravans, which comprised

43.1%, while other fire accidents comprised 23.2%.
