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Mosque and Endowments

Rulers of UAE pay a considerable attention to mosques. Following the guidance of
the late Sheikh Zayed, may God have mercy upon him, and his his brothers Rulers of
the Emirates who devoted their interest to this sector by building many mosques all
over the state, and the adoption of unified policies directed and managed by the
General Authority for Islamic Affairs and Endowments in line with the directives of

the state and its aspirations in this field. The following reviews the development of

this sector at the level of the emirate of Ras Al Khaimah.

e The number of mosques built in the emirate in 2014 jumped to (923)
mosques scoring an increase rate of (2.44%), in which (22) mosques were
built by the citizens.

e The number of mosques, divided by area, reached (183) mosques (1999-
1000) sq feet of total (923) mosuges. The minimum number of mosques in
this category was (9000-9999) sq feet (24) mosques. The number of mosques
accommodating (1000) prayers and more reached (33) mosques.

e The number of mosque personnel in Ras Al Khaimah has reached (1109)
workers in 2014, including Preach, Imam, Muezzin and others, reflecting an
increase rate of (20.28%) compared to (922) workers in 2013. The number of
the Imam was increased by (31.6%) in the vyear 2014 to support the
Emiratization policy in this supreme religious and social occupation.

e The number of endowment projects increased from (388) to (395) reflecting
an increase rate of (1.8%), as well as the revenues of the endowments which
increased by (15%) to reach about AED (4.6) million.

e The distribution of the mosques by districts covers (5) residential sectors,
sector no. (1) includes (7) districts, sector no. (2) includes (12) districts,
sector no. (3) includes (11) districts, sector no. (4) includes (26) districts and

the sector no. (5) includes (26) districts, See table no. (6-18)

e Eid prayer locations in the emirate amounted to (60) locations covers all
districts of Ras Al Khaimah starting from RAK downtown to its north, Shaam

and Al Jeer, to its south, Kadra and Shoukeh and its east, Masafi and Dafta.
